1. RULES

1.  The Regatta is organized under the authority of the International Lightning Class Association (ILCA) in conjunction with Fleet 329 and Severn Sailing Association, and is sanctioned in accordance with ILCA bylaws.


1. The Regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) for 2009-2012 and by ILCA rules governing the Atlantic Coast Championships.


1.  The following rules in the RRS (below) will be changed and will appear in full in the Sailing Instructions. The Sailing Instructions may also change other racing rules.


1. RRS 42.3(c), to allow certain types of pumping in accordance with the Class Rules


1. RRS 44.2, to allow a one turn penalty vs. a two turn penalty, if the spinnaker is drawing at the time of the infringement and if the spinnaker is subsequently reset and drawing following the penalty, in accordance with the Class Rules.


1. Appendix A, to allow for different points for boats receiving “letter” scores, in accordance with Class Rule VIII.  In addition, changes to points awarded for boats that tie in a race and the next placing boat, and breaking ties for the series, per Class Rule VIII.5. 


1. RRS 60.1(b), 63.1, 63.6 and 66, to permit Protest Arbitration.  


1. There shall be no penalty for breaking the ILCA Class Rule forbidding the use of a VHF radio. The Race Committee encourages and requests each boat to carry a VHF radio and monitor the designated VHF channel(s) as described in the Sailing Instructions. 

2. ADVERTISING

2.  This Regatta is designated Category C as defined in ISAF Regulation 20, restricted as follows: advertising on hulls only.


2.  Boats may be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the ILCA or the organizing entity, per ISAF Regulation 20.3(d).


3. ELIGIBILITY & ENTRY


3. Eligibility for this regatta will be as per the ILCA rules governing sanctioned regattas.  All skippers and crew must be current ILCA members with the skipper being registered as a “skipper” with the ILCA. Membership will be checked at registration.


4. Pan Am Trials Qualifier


4. This event also serves as a Pan Am Games Trials Qualifier.  Further eligibility for this part of the event may be required for those who are participating.  Please review the trials qualifier information on the ILCA website as well as on US Sailing website.


4. Details on the number of qualifying spots available will also be posted on US Sailing and the ILCA websites.  


4. The organizing committee reserves the right to postpone or hear at a later date any protests and or requests for redress that do not involve the Atlantic Coast Championship regatta and only involve qualification/requirements for the Pan Am Trials qualification.  

5. REGISTRATION & FEES


5. Registration will be held from 1600 to 2000 on July 23rd, and from 0800 to 0930 on July 24th, 2010.


5. The cost of the regatta will be $100.00.  This will include beverages, post race heavy appetizers on Saturday, breakfast items Saturday/Sunday, and trophies.


5. No dinner Saturday evening is provided; racers are encouraged to enjoy the town! Reservations for restaurants may be made at the time of registration.
5. Breakfasts and lunches may be purchased at the snack bar or ordered in advance (recommended for lunches) from Betka Yates (410-919-8788), realfoodssa@gmail.com.

6. RADIO COMMUNICATION

6. A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing except in the case of emergency nor receive radio communications not available to all boats.  This restriction applies also to mobile telephones.


6. The Sailing Instructions will specify the VHF channel(s) that will be used by the Race Committee to communicate with competitors.  Radio communications from the Race Committee to the competitors are for convenience only, and will not constitute grounds for or be the basis for protest or redress.


7. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

7. The Sailing Instructions will be available at Registration

8. VENUE

8. Racing will be held on the Chesapeake Bay, east of Annapolis, MD


9. SCORING


9. Letter abbreviations for scoring shall be in accordance with RRS Appendix A11, per Class Rules VIII 4(a).


9. Per Class Rule VIII.4(b), each boat finishing in a race and not thereafter retiring or being disqualified will be scored points equal to her finishing place, as follows: first boat scores 1 point, 2nd boat 2 points and so on. “DNC”, “DNS”, “DNF” and “RAF” score points equal to one more, and “OCS”, “DNE”, “BFD” and “DSQ” score points equal to two more than the greatest number of boats eligible to start any race.


10. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY


10. Competitors participate in the Regatta entirely at their own risk. See RRS 4,   Decision to Race. The International Lightning Class Association and the Severn Sailing Association will not accept any liability for material damage, personnel injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the Regatta.

The team which wins the trials competition will be the team eligible to compete in the 2011 Pan American Games in Brazil and MUST be able to compete AS A TEAM in that regatta. Special Note: The USOC will test the first and second place skippers and crews using the USOC's Drug Testing Program at the trials. A positive result for an IOC banned substance will cause disqualification from this event and loss of eligibility as prescribed by US SAILING (please see US SAILING Regulation 3.60 on page103 of the 2002 US SAILING directory). By registering to compete, you are consenting to be subjected to the drug test. Failure to comply with the testing program will result in the same penalty as a positive drug test.
