1 RULES: 
1.1  The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) and the 

International Laser Class Association (ILCA) rules. 
1.2  The Organizing Authority is Severn Sailing Association in conjunction with Laser Fleet 10. 
1.3  Appendix P (Special Procedures for Rule 42) will be in effect. 
 
2 LANGUAGE 
2.1  The official language for this regatta will be English 
 

3 INSPECTION AND MEASUREMENT 
3.1  Sails, rigging, boats and equipment may be measured prior to racing, and may also be spot checked at 

any time during the regatta.   
 
4 FLEET ELIGIBILITY 
4.1  Only Standard rig Lasers are eligible race in this event 
4.2  All Competitors must be members of the North American Laser Class Association 
 
5 RISK 
5.1  Disclaimer of Liability 

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk.  See rule 4, Decision to Race.  Severn 
Sailing Association and Laser fleet 10 will not accept any liability for material damage or personal 
injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during or after the regatta.

6.1 Required Fees 

Checks should be made payable to “LASER FLEET 10”.  The entry fee is $90 USD.  FOR ENTRIES 
RECEIVED BY MONDAY, APRIL 27, THE ENTRY FEE IS REDUCED TO $70 USD (EARLY 
REGISTRATION FEE).
